Dead Sea Scrolls Exhibit at Science Museum

The Dead Sea Scrolls, discovered

from 1947 to 1956, is said to be one of our previous oldest

the greatest archaeological discover-
ies of our time.

The manuscripts consist of secular
writings, and more importantly, bibli-
cal writings. Every book of the Old
Testament (OT) except for Esther, 1
Chronicles and Ezra are represented
in the Dead Sea Scrolls.

Most of these biblical manuscripts

are over 2000 years old. That is about Only spelling and tense-Oriented er-

rors are found, but nothing
of significance. This is not
surprising to the Christian,
but it is encouraging.

The second is that the
Dead Sea Scrolls, some of
which are dated before
Christ, contain prophecies
Chrlst fulfilled. Again, no
surprlse
