So far we have examined the invo-
cation, and the confession and ab-
solution.

The introit be-
gins the portion of the service called
the Service of the Word.

This entire ceremony was called the
introit, which means entrance.

Over time the introit shortened, and
for the last several centuries, it has
often consisted of only the antiphon,
a verse or two of a psalm.

The Introit belongs to the
propers of the day. The
propers are those parts of
the service that change ac-
cording to the theme pre-

the collect (prayer of the day), the
Bible readings, and the hymns are
other examples of the propers. The
introit, being the first of the prop-
ers, establishes the thought or mood
of the day.

The introit is followed by the Gloria
Patri (Glory be to the Father, and to
the Son, and to the Holy Spirit...)
indicating that we are addressing
our prayers and praise to the Triune
God.
