bag, they ascertained that the Bibles
belonged to Khalafe. They asked Kha-
lafe if they belonged to him. After no
reply, they then shot him to death.

Current Events:
On Tuesday, September 15th, Omar
Khalafe, a Christian, was killed by the
Muslim-militant group al Shabaab in
southern Somalia.

Compass Direct News reports the 69-
year-old Khalafe was bringing 25 Bi-
bles to an underground Christian
group. En route, the bus he was tak-
ing, was stopped at an al Shabaab
controlled checkpoint. The passengers
were required to exit the bus for an
inspection. The militants discovered
the Bibles in one of the passenger

An al Shabaab militant was later
heard over a regional radio station,
AfToday we caught
Christian, with 25 Bibles at Merca
checkpoint. He has been converting
Somalis to Christianity, and today he
has been shot dea

His wife and seven children learned
the news over the radio. Sadly, they
were not able to attend the burial, be-
cause their lives are in danger also.

Thanks be to God for bringing the
Christian faith to all parts of the
world, and for creating such a faith in
hearts that Christians are willing to

cspread the gospel at the risk of their
lives. May God continue to give endur-
ance to the Christians in Somalia, and
give us such faith to cling to Christ and

gto proclaim Him crucified no matter
what persecution we may face.
